	Description of Target Behavior (operationally defined, easily observable and measurable, include examples, as well as duration, frequency, and intensity):
Jill’s challenging behaviors escalate as her frustration level increases, He behaviors occur in a chain. She starts off by staring off into space, making one to two-word phrases, maladaptive behaviors and can escalate to self-injurious behaviors. 

	Hypothesis/Summary Statement of the Function of the Behavior (developed based on information gathered from the FBA):

During the school day, at home and in the community, Jill is selective to where she goes. She avoids areas were there is loud noise and large groups of people. She avoids areas like the Cafeteria, Music Class and Church.  Her challenegibng behaviors increase and staff supports Jill one on one. Away from school her mom has no other supports for Jill. Jills behaviors increases in those areas because she can only withstand a certain level of noise. 


	Antecedent Modifications (What can be done to support the student and prevent the occurrence of this behavior? What changes can be implemented to create a safe, inclusive, and culturally responsive learning environment that engages the student in meaningful learning activities and social interactions? Describe the modifications in enough detail for them to be implemented):

A token economy is being put into place. When Jill increases peer interactions and attending less desired areas with headphones she can chose to eat lunch in a desired area if she follows her rules. When she completes all of her work and follows her class rules and completes a tasj she can earn her daily token.

Jill will communicate her needs to staff more efficiently using words, phrases, gestures or a communication device daily. Speech will support Jill to model how to communicate In those different situations. 

	Strategies for Reinforcing Replacement Behavior (What is the immediate benefit to the student? How will the student be rewarded for engaging in the new or emerging behavior in a way that addresses the function of the behavior?):

By Jill using her communication device, her individual and behavioral  needs will be met and she will commmunicate her needs in a more positive manner to staff, teacher, peers, family and church peers. 

	Strategies for Reducing the Target Behavior (What will be the response should the target behavior occur? This response should not maintain the behavior):

Staff withholds from the behavior unless it does not occur in the normal chain. Staff uses non-verbal prompting or visuals to sway away from adding to the elevated noise volume. Staff goes closer to Jill and takes her on a walk to calm her mind. 

	Crisis Plan (How should others respond if the strategies for reducing the target behavior are not effective or if the target behavior occurs in a manner that jeopardizes the safety of the student or others? Include the procedures for safely and appropriately intervening when the student is in crisis):

To maintain safety students are removed from the environment to prevent any injury. The students are understanding of the difficulties their peers face. Jill is supported by a female staff, so she does not harm herself.

Jill under IDEA is protected by the laws for special education  and will not be suspended because the cause of her behavior are direct result of her disability. Based of the severity level of her behaviors, the school needs to commiunicate with her mother.

The education team has an understanding of Jill’s background and put the plan in place to meet the individual behavioral needs of Jill culturally.

The plan can used daily in school and out of school in a positively cultural way. Jill would benefit from using a communication device in and outside of the community. This help Jill self-regulate her behavior.

	Progress Monitoring: Data Collection and monitoring of the target and replacement behaviors What type of data will be collected, when, and by whom? Once the data are collected, how often will the data be monitored, and by whom? Based on the data, how often will updates be made to the BIP?


Data will be collected by the teacher and teacher’s assistants daily. After 8 consecutive data datys the Educational Specialist will meet with the tesm and discuss the data collected. The BIP will be upated every 12 months. If there amendments that need to be made the team will meet and communicate with Jill’s mother. 

	Communication: How will the BIP be communicated to other teachers and paraprofessionals? How will daily and weekly progress be communicated with parents/guardians? 

The education team will meet to dsicuss what will be implemented and will be communicated in a timely manner. The teacher will communicate with Jill’s mother weekly about any progressions in her behavior.
